OFFERING
SAY:
God gives to us...so we give back to God! Offering is an opportunity every
week to give some of our money to God as a way to say “Thank you,
God!” for all He has done for us.

Ask the kids to quietly participate in the following activity. Say: 
Jesus forgives us! Have you ever made a bad choice? Maybe you yelled at
someone, made a friend sad or hurt someone’s feelings? We all make bad
choices sometimes. 
But Jesus loves us SO much. Jesus wants us to say sorry and ask for
forgiveness. 
Let’s practice doing that right now. Invite kids to spread around the room
(if space allows) and find a quiet spot to be alone with God. 

As you sit there, take a moment to reflect on this last week. Is there
anything you need to ask Jesus forgiveness for? Then, on your own in
your head, talk to God and tell him about it, and ask God to forgive you. 
After a few minutes, invite everyone back together while staying quiet. 

Next time you make a bad choice, remember that all you have to do is talk
to Jesus, tell him what happened, and ask for forgiveness! Jesus loves you
and forgives you!
