CONNECTION: A globe shows the whole world — all the places where
people live. When we say “God is Everywhere,” it means God is with
people all around the world, no matter where they are. In today’s story,
God showed that He could protect His people even when enemies
surrounded them, because He was right there with them. The globe
reminds us that there is no place too far for God. No matter where we go,
God is Everywhere!
